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“Japanese people way how to live with their dogs’
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In recent years, pet boom also established has been increasingly eager to people involved with the dog. On the other
hand, though nor attend to classroom dog training by collection, it is also true that there are people who have built a
good relationship with the dog in everyday life. Why can such relation be built? Dog training that is currently popular.
The method of that has been introduced from Europe and the United States, the dog culture isn’t brewed in Japan.
Also, it remains in those stereotypical of what is assumed that the relationship between humans and animals Western
administrative be. However, if we try to solve the problems related to the dog, veterinary medicine and animal behavior

(scientific training) was the center until this.

In this presentation, it was carried out to solve the problem of dogs, 1) focused on species dog that French bulldog
“Easy going classroom for French bulldog”, 2) was held in Himeji City Animal Control Center, “living classroom of a
unnecessary barking dogs and dog scared” 3) not difficult the dog training classroom, shows the relationship between
people and dogs, were surveyed to “Tajima local dog of landscape”. These three findings, by a consideration from the
human science and environment standpoint, such as to study the nature of the environment and local communities
surrounding the owner and dog, to derive the Japanese lives and Japanese animal view to match the coexistence
environment.

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Areawithin 20 km in radius was drawn as being off-limits after the Great East Japan Earthquake and the accident of
Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Station at March 2011, then the Nuclear Emergency Response Headquarters in Japan
mandated to kill al farmed animalsraised in thisareaat May 2011. However, even now about 500 cattle have been reared
inthis area by some farmers.

From ancient times, animal husbandry has developed with puddy field farming, horticulture, and fruit farming in this
area. Small number of farm animals was reared in each farming, then the attachment between humans and farm animals
has been strong. We must recognize that protection of farm animals will connect to support of refuged farmers.

Though reconstruction of animal production system may be difficult in refuged farmers with harmful rumor, it must be
achieved only through utilization of refuged cows. We are investigating the role of refuged cows except animal production
such as labour power by grazing to maintain the deserted land previoudly cultivated. Study proposal for reconstruction of
animal production system will be proposed in this area.
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
